VISA

In 2004, Belgium was a forerunner in introducing electronic chips in its pass-

Now, fingerprints are the next step forward as they are also gradually being
introduced into passports and visa. The inclusion of these biometric data ¢ the
specific characteristics that make it possible to distinguish one person from
another t+ will make the passports and visa safer as the identity of the holder
will be better protected.

When, how and why?

The Royal Embassy of Belgium in Singapore will switch to issuing the new
passport and visa in the beginning of 2012, the exact date will be announced
in the coming months.

Even though the basic principle of the procedure remains unchanged, chang-
ing over to a biometric passport will require U7 1 wWEx x OPEEOUz Uwx1 &L
ence. Every citizen will have to be physically present in order to apply for a
passport (as of age 6).

You will no longer have to bring a photo to apply for a passport. The Royal
Embassy of Belgium in Singapore is gradually being provided with the neces-
sary equipment, at no extra cost for you.

The photo and the fingerprints are taken directly at the embassy or consulate.
The picture will meet international criteria stricter than before. To give you an
idea, only 39% of pictures currently brought along for use in passports meet
these standards.

In the long run the biometric passport will allow the bona fide traveler to
travel more easily, and upscale the fight against illegal immigration.

European harmonization

Some 500 million European citizens are affected by these measures, as the
new biometric passports are a European Union requirement.

The European Union hereby aims intends to improve the security of:

- the citizens themselves: by guaranteeing them a travel document that is al-
most impossible to forge, offering greater protection against identity theft;

- the territories : by fighting against identity fraud, which is constantly on the
rise and which affects many states.

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Eating out e seems

It was on a rainy Wednesday evening that we headed out to Limoncello at 95 Robertson Quay.
This ltialian restaurant had been recommended to us by Italian friends who told us the pizza
was amongst the best in Singapore. Time to put this place to the Belgian test.

The eatery is nicely located on the riverside with a view on the pedestrian bridge which is
lightened up after dark. It has a large wooden floor terrace with plenty of room for children to

run around within sight of their parents. Although the terrace is partly covered by a

beautifully designed wrought steel construction, we experienced that it does not offer sufficient
protection to keep you from getting wet when it really starts pouring! We decided to have our
dinner in a drier place so we left our cosy table outside. Inside we discovered a tastefully
designed space with white walls, wooden elements and simply decorated tables that offers
seating to about 20 people. An array of mouth watering home -made desserts are on display in a
glass cupboard at the entrance to the restaurant.

The menu offers a selection of pasta, pizza, meat and fish dishes including the usual suspects of
good lItalian cuisine. There are daily recommendations to complement the menu. The wine list
has a wide variety of Italian wines ranging from affordable to expensive. We went Dutch and
ordered a glass of white house wine: a chardonnay with a fresh aroma and great on the palate.
and thinly sliced vegetables. The tart dressing and the crispy vegetables contrasted well with
the taste of fresh raw fish. A good start!

For the main dish we ordered a pizza Margherita
topped with rucola (rocket) and a linguine scoglio
(linguini with mussels and clams in white wine sauce).
The thin crust pizza came in a royal size and was very
tasty. Is it the best pizza in Singapore? No, but it
surely is a well-made genuine Napolitan pizza. The
linguini was cooked to perfection and was delicious.

Unfortunately the mussels were not fresh (when it
EOOI UwUOwOUUUI OUwaOUwWEEOzZ Uwi OOOWE
finished the meal with a large cup of coffee of average

guality. Not what you expect in an Italian restaurant.

But altogether we had a decent dinner and a nice evening out.

The bill came to just over 100 SGD for 2 main dishes, a starter, a glass of wine and 2 coffees.
As in many places in Singapore we were helped by a large team of waiters and table cleaners
but whereas the high number of staff can sometimes be counterproductive, this was not the
case here. They were very welcoming, delivered fast service and were child-friendly.

We would recommend this place if you are looking for a child friendly and cosy place with
good yet simple Italian food.

You can park your car at the Copthorne hotel, which is opposite the restaurant.
